The following is a list of guidelines for our participating students. Please review each guideline and indicate if you can agree to comply or meet the guideline by typing YES after each one.

NOTE: If you are interested in becoming a student and you do not meet all guidelines, we still encourage you to apply. Please make notes below for our review.

• Students will be at least 18 years old.  The target population is 18-24 years old, however, students older than 24 will still be considered and are still strongly encouraged to apply.

• Students are required to commit to 4 months in Moab, UT (length of each semester).

• Students will be required to dedicate a minimum of 40 hours per week to Community Rebuilds. Otherwise, students are free to explore Moab and the surrounding canyons, volunteer with other organizations and become immersed in the Moab community.

• Students are required to work under the direction of our building professionals, and they are expected to maintain a professional working relationship by showing up on time and participating in each work project (unless absence is approved by either the instructor or another Community Rebuilds staff member). 

• Students must reside in Community Rebuilds Housing (free of rent).

• Students are encouraged to have their own transportation (car, bike, etc.) in Moab.

• Students are not allowed to have pets in the Community Rebuilds housing unless approved by the Community Rebuilds Board of Directors.

• College affiliation is not required to become a Community Rebuilds student. However, if credit is being pursued, students must communicate with Community Rebuilds staff what is required for you to get that credit.

• Students are required to have some kind of personal medical insurance.

In order to get a better understanding of each candidate, we ask that you include a 500-700 word narrative essay describing your motivations for applying the Community Rebuilds internship. In your essay, please address the following questions:

· How do you see a Community Rebuilds internship connecting with your interests, education, career goals, or other aspects of your life? Why is being a Community Rebuilds intern important to you?

· What will you bring to Community Rebuilds as an organization, to your co-interns' experience with the program, and to the participating family's experience with the organization?
